
WHEELCHAIR/STRETCHER SERVICE 

Any person, business or driver which furnishes, operates, conducts, maintains, advertises, engages in, 

proposes to engage in, or professes to engage in the business or service of transporting persons who are 

confined to wheelchairs or stretchers and whose medical condition is such that these persons do not need, 

nor are likely to need, immediate medical attention during transport upon the streets, highways, water-

ways or airways of the county, shall be licensed by the EMS/OMD as a  Alternative Transportation Ser-

vice.   (Orange County Ordinance 2001-09; Section-131) 

All wheelchair/stretcher vehicles operating in Orange County for a profit are required to be Inspected 

by the EMS/OMD  and issued a vehicle decal that must be visibly displayed on the  vehicle in a conspicu-

ous location at all  times.
