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The oldest window in the cathedral, of unknown origin, is
just inside the SE side entrance door in the stairway to
the balcony. It represents St. Luke and was brought from
the old wooden church of the late 1800s. It is dedicated
to the man primarily responsible for bringing the
Episcopal church to Orlando: Francis Wayles Eppes — a
grandson of President Thomas Jefferson.

Most of the windows inside were produced by Willet
Stained Glass Studios of Philadelphia under the guidance
of Dr. Henry Lee Willet and later by his son E. Crosby
Willet. Most were designed by Marguerite Gaudin.

Stained glass windows are an integral part of the
Cathedral’s Gothic design with lancet windows on both
aisles of the nave and six-foot clerestory windows set
above them. There are numerous others including a
magnificent 22-foot diameter rose window above the
portal entrance. It was, at one time, considered one of
the 10 largest rose windows in the United States. In the
center of that window are three fish representing the
trinity. Surrounding the center are angels and the
medallions on the edge represent aspects of creation all
praising God.

The window in the Mary Chapel (left) has a central lancet
freely copied from famous La Belle Verriere in Chantres
Cathedral of Paris. That panel and the one to the left
were created by Marguerite Gaudin when she came out
of retirement in order to match the older panel on the
right.

The children’s chapel in the basement of the Parrish House contains a hammer-cut window
(below) by parishioner and artist Ellen Smith.
