Youth Shelter

Serves youth ages 12-17 and offers temporary housing,
crisis counseling, individual and family counseling, and
links to community resources for youth and their families.
Youth are referred to the shelter through a variety of
sources including the Department of Children and
Families, Department of Juvenile Justice, Law Enforcement,
School System, Truancy Court, and Parents/Guardians.
Masters level counselors provide counseling and case
management services to youth and their families, and
continue short term follow up assistance after youth are
discharged. The Youth Shelter has an Intensive Behavioral
Management System based on rewards for positive
behaviors and attendance in school.
