Recommended Alternative

How did we arrive at this recommendation?

Prior to the third Public Workshop held on October 2, 2000, each of the remaining
alignments presented at the workshop were being considered equally. A review
of the comments made at the workshop during the question and answer period
and the written comment forms indicated that a majority of the residents prefer to
have a continuous alignment. The use of Goldenrod Road as part of a discontinu-
ous alignment was seen as a source of traffic congestion in the future.

Following this workshop and review of the comments received, County staff se-
lected the recommended alignment shown here. Small group meetings were
held with some of the residents impacted by this alignment, including Evergreen
Terrace and Gary Park. As a result of input received from these residents, Or-
ange County refined the recommended alignment to further minimize residential
impacts to these neighborhoods.

It is anticipated that several residences will be directly impacted by the recom-
mended alignment. Additional property will be acquired for stormwater retention
facilities. The locations of the propopsed stormwater retention facilities will be
displayed at the next Public Workshop.
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Orange County will continue working with the affected neighborhoods to develop

solutions to minimize the anticipated impacts. NTi53
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
