Second Public Meeting

You are invited to attend the second public meeting for the 
Econlockhatchee Trail Roadway Conceptual Analysis 
(RCA) Study to be held on September 4th at 6:30 p.m. at 
the Union Park Elementary School located at 1600 North 
Dean Road. At this meeting, the project team will present 
the improvement alternatives that are being considered for 
the segment of Econlockhatchee Trail between Lake 
Underhill Road and East Colonial Drive (S.R. 50).

Beginning at 6:30 p.m., project information will be 
displayed and members of the project team will be 
available to discuss the project and answer your questions. 
A formal presentation will be given at 7:00 p.m. followed 
by a question and answer forum.

The proposed improvement concept is to widen 
Econlockhatchee Trail from two to four lanes. As the 
widening alternatives were developed, several factors 
were considered, including: where additional right-of-way 
will be needed, location of retention ponds, placement of 
median openings, placement of turn lanes, speed limits, 
and any additional traffic signals. Also available for review 
will be the preliminary evaluations of the impacts of each 
alternative. After reviewing your input, along with the 
technical evaluations, a preferred alternative will be 
selected and presented to the public at a future meeting.
