The Water Reclamation Division concurs with this
recommendation.

PURPOSE:

This contract will provide for the hauling of raw untreated sewage from locations within
the county to any of the approximately 500 pumping stations managed by the Water
Reclamation Division. This support will ensure uninterrupted service to utility
customers and prevent sewage overflows in the event of line breaks or system
malfunctions.

DISCUSSION:

Eight (8) bids were received and opened on October 28, 2008. These bids were
evaluated for price, responsiveness and responsibility. Three contractors are required
due to the volume of sewage to be hauled at any given time. These contractors will be
utilized giving priority to the low cost contractor, F.A. Johnson. The second
contractor will only be used when the work exceeds the capacity of the low cost
contractor and the third will only be used when work exceeds the capacity of the first
and second contractors. The bid of T. Wayne Hill was determined to be non-
responsive due to the lack of the required equipment. F. A Johnson, Brownie's Water
Solutions and Cloud 9 have been determined to be responsive and responsible.

Approval to upgrade the current Interactive Voice Recognition Software for the
Utilities Customer Information Services System, with First Data Government
Solutions, in the total amount of $533,743 for Phase I ($353,293) and Phase II
($190,650). Funds are available in account 4420-038-1409-04-6440.

PURPOSE

Phase I of the project will replace the current Interactive Voice Response (IVR)
system that is being phased out by FDGS. It will provide newer features such as
VoiceOver IP (VOIP) technology, enhanced security, scalability, robust reporting,
ease of use, and improved support. The system will also provide service in both
English and Spanish, as well as touchtone and speech recognition to the Utilities
customer call center.

Phase II of the project is planned for the future migration of the AccessNet® software
to the new Utilities Customer Care and Billing software (CC&B) that will replace the
current PeopleSoft software. It is anticipated that this phase will not occur until
September 2011.

DISCUSSION

On June 15, 2004, the Board approved award of Contract Y3-616 for a Customer
Information Services (CIS) system. First Data Government Solutions' (FDGS)
Telepath Interactive Voice Response (IVR) application was selected under this RFP as
part of the CIS system. The IVR was implemented as part of the CIS Solution and
went live in July 2006. Today the IVR handles approximately 76% of all the
incoming customer calls into the Utilities Department phone center without staff
intervention.

The current version of the Telepath IVR is being sunset as of December 2008, by the
vendor and an upgrade, which the company has renamed AccessNet®, is being
offered as a replacement system. FDGS has offered continued support and
maintenance for the sunset Telepath IVR until the County can upgrade to the new
software.

The price for this software is considered fair and reasonable as it allows the County to
reuse licenses and or receive the following credits:

• Twelve (12) Text-to-Speech (TTS) and 48 Speechworks licenses for English and
Spanish will be transferred to the new application at a savings of $36,680.

• Waived AccessNet® licensing fees for a savings of $108,000.
• Use of the VOIP technology will negate the need for the purchase of two new

D/480 Dilogic boards saving $11,075.

These credits result in a savings of $155,755 to the County,

Approval to award Invitation for Bids Y8-1122-LC, Ultra Low Flow Toilet Replacement
Program Administrator, to the single responsive and responsible bidder, Niagara
Conservation Corporation, in the estimated contract award amount of $118,500, for a 3-year
term renewable for two additional 1-year terms by the Purchasing and Contracts Division.
Also request approval for an allowance of up to $125 for the replacement of 3,000 toilets for
an additional estimated amount of $375,000. The Water Division anticipates the entire
contract amount will be ordered for the contract period. The division anticipates that the
toilet replacement allowance will be used during the life of the contract. The Water Division
concurs with this request.

PURPOSE

This contract provides for a program administrator to manage this program which involves
the replacement of high volume toilets with 1.6 or less gallon per flush (gpf) toilets.

DISCUSSION

A successful water conservation program accomplishes its goals through a combination of
three elements: education, regulation, and economic incentives. This contract represents the
replacement potential for 3,000 units for an estimated savings of 5,000 gallons per unit with
an overall savings of 15,000,000 gallons.

The program's objective is the replacement of older toilets manufactured prior to 1992 that
use 3.5 gallons of water per flush. The Energy Policy Act of 1992 limited the sale of new
toilets to only those products that use no more than 1.6 gallons of water per flush.
Therefore, the program targets homes built prior to 1995.

The contractor does not provide the toilets. The program is designed to allow the
homeowner flexibility in the choice of the type of toilet he/she will purchase. The lack of
choice was the primary concern raised during the pilot program. If a customer chooses a
fixture that is more expensive than the County's voucher allowance of $125, then he/she
must pay the difference in price. The $375,000 estimate for the replacement of toilets
represent toilets that the homeowners may purchase from designated retail establishments.

The contractor will manage the overall program, including reporting usage and other
requirements to the County, for a management fee of $118,500. The contractor will work
with retailers and wholesalers who will accept the approved coupons from our customers
toward the purchase of 1.6 gpf or less toilets. The program will give customers discretion in
the color, shape and make of the toilets. The contract provides for advertisement, review
and approval of applications with distribution of credit vouchers to Water Division
customers.

Niagara Conservation Corporation has been determined to meet all requirements and has a
satisfactorily record of past performance with the County.
