RECOMMENDATION

Approval to award Invitation for Bids Y9-1002-J2, Term Contract for Guardrail
Repair, Replacement and New Installation, to the lowest responsive and responsible
bidder, USA Services of Florida, Inc., in the estimated contract amount of $1,074,575
for a one-year term contract, renewable for two additional one-year option periods by
the Purchasing and Contracts Division. The Roads and Drainage Division anticipates
actual orders against the contract to be approximately $500,000 on an annual basis.
The estimated contract amount includes every conceivable requirement that may
materialize during contract performance while the total estimated number of orders
against the contract is based on budgetary limitations. Sufficient funds are available in
account number 1004-072-2990-3197. The Roads and Drainage Division and the
Business Development Division concur with this recommendation.

PURPOSE

This work consists of the removal and repair of damaged or destroyed components on
sections of guardrail and the installation of new sections. All work under this contract
shall be on an as needed basis for performance at various locations throughout Orange
County.

DISCUSSION

Six bids were received for this project. The low bidder, USA Services of Florida, Inc.,
failed to meet the M/WBE goal with 0% participation and did not provide good faith
effort documentation. The lowest M/WBE compliant bidder, Design-Build Engineers
& Contractors, Inc., an Orange County certified M/WBE, proposed to self-perform
100% of the work. However, their bid was not within the 3% authorized by the
M/WBE provisions of the solicitation to be considered for award. USA Services of
Florida, Inc. has a satisfactory record of performance for this type of work and the
references provided by the bidder were positively verified. Therefore, award is
recommended to USA Services of Florida, Inc.

The Business Development Division evaluated the 3 lowest bids submitted for this project and
found that the apparent low bidder USA Services of Florida Inc did not meet the 25% MWBE
participation goal. They reported 0% MWBE participation and did not provide good faith effort
documentation.

The second low bid submitted by Southeast Attenuators, Inc. did not meet the 25% MWBE
participation goal. They reported 0% MWBE participation and did not provide good faith effort
documentation.

The third low bid submitted by R.J.P. Enterprises, Inc. did not meet the 25% MWBE participation
goal. They reported 0% MWBE participation and did not provide good faith effort
documentation.

Our evaluation of these bids was based on the participation listed on the subcontractor/supplier
page. If the low bidder is not chosen, please let us know so that we may obtain Letters of Intent
to confirm the participation.

Attached is a spreadsheet reconciling the bidders' compliance with the IFB's M/WBE
requirements, including the percentage breakdown for all bidders and a comparison of the relative
bids versus participation percentages.

Approval to award Contract Y9-159I-DG, Health and Support Services for Persons
with HIV Spectrum Disease (Ryan White - Part A), to Osceola County Health
Department, in the amount of $240,000.

PURPOSE:

To disperse federal grant funds from the U.S. Health Resources and Services
Administration (HRSA) to this agency to provide health and support services to
persons with HIV Spectrum Disease (Ryan White - Part A).

DISCUSSION:

The County administers the program under guidelines from HRSA over the four
county Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA) that consists of Orange, Osceola,
Seminole and Lake Counties.

The HIV Planning Council is a grant-mandated, voluntary body appointed by the
Mayor from 15 categories with at least 33% of its membership consisting of
Persons Living with HIV/AIDS (PLWH/A). It sets service priorities, allocates and
re-allocates funds among agencies and categories of service, establishes ways to
best meet needs and standards of care, and evaluates the grantee's disbursement of
funds. The fiscal year for the program is March 1,2009 through February 28,2010.

The Osceola County Health Department will provide Outpatient Ambulatory
Medical Care (OAMC).

Interlocal Agreement between Orange County and the City of Orlando
Regarding Unexpired Provisions of the Terminated May 1994 Joint Planning
Agreement

In May 1994, the City of Orlando and Orange County entered into a Joint Planning
Agreement (JPA), as well as a separate Wastewater Service Territorial Agreement. The JPA
addressed a variety of matters and included a joint planning area boundary and certain
standards for annexations, provided for reciprocal land use notification, requirements for use
of Rights-of-Way (ROW), established responsibilities for certain permitting, Public Service
Tax (PST) sharing for certain annexations, requirements for fire and rescue service in the
Lake Nona area, and conflict resolution. The JPA was terminated by the City of Orlando on
January 1, 2006. The utility territorial agreement has a 25-year term and will not expire until
2019.

However, several of the JPA provisions survived the termination of the JPA, most of which
are not due to expire until January 1, 2014. These provisions are as follows:

(1) Paragraph 9, concerning use of Right-a-Way (ROW);

(2) Paragraph 11, relating to drainage and the City's and County's NPDES
responsibilities;

(3) Paragraph 12, concerning responsibility for fire and rescue service in the Narcoossee
Road area;

(4) Paragraph 13, requiring the sharing of PST revenue for certain annexations;
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(5) Paragraph 14d, relating to the operational times for certain OUC railroad spurs in
south Orange County; and

(6) Paragraph 14e regarding Community Development Districts (CDD's) established in the
City's boundaries.

Since 2007, the City and County staffs have been meeting regarding several of these
surviving provisions and have determined that all the surviving provisions, with one
exception, are no longer beneficial or practical to either party. That one exception is
Paragraph 9, which relates to ROW usage. Under this new Interlocal Agreement that is
before you on July 21, 2009, all the surviving provisions will be terminated, except that
Paragraph 9 will continue to remain in effect until January 1, 2014. However, it should be
noted that the respective staffs have been negotiating the terms of a new ROW agreement
which is intended to ultimately replace Paragraph 9. If and when that new ROW agreement
is presented for approval to the City Council and the Board, the respective staffs will ask the
governing bodies to simultaneously terminate Paragraph 9.

The City Council approved this new Interlocal Agreement on June 8, 2009.

Attached as appendixes to the new Interlocal Agreement, are copies of the original May 1994
JPA and its three minor amendments.

ORLANDO-ORANGE COUNTY JOINT PLANNING AGREEMENT

DATED MAY 4,1994, AS AMENDED

This Interlocal Agreement is made and entered into by and between the City of Orlando,

a municipal corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Florida (hereinafter

"City"), and Orange County, Florida, a charter county and political subdivision of the State of

Florida, (hereinafter "County").

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the City and County entered into the "Orlando-Orange County Joint

Planning Agreement" on May 4, 1994 (hereinafter "JPA"), a true and correct copy of which is

attached hereto as Appendix "A";

WHEREAS, the City and County entered into "Amendment Number One" to the JPA on

June 3,1997, "Amendment Number Two" on July 14, 1998, and "Amendment Number Three"

on December 20,1999, true and correct copies of which are attached hereto as Appendix "B,"

Appendix "C," and Appendix "D," respectively;

WHEREAS, on January 1, 2006, the JPA, as amended, expired pursuant to

Subparagraph 2a of the JPA after the City elected to terminate the JPA pursuant to Subparagraph

2c;

WHEREAS, however, according to the terms of the JPA, the following provisions of the
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
